
Global Objectives

The Réfam Dar Maalma aims to strengthen the economic independence of artisan women by improving their capabilities and their social conditions. It provides them with tools through specific actions and a participatory approach to enable them to have a regular source of income and to encourage their involvement in the formal sector.

The network is a means to promote exchanges among different participants and a strategy that aims to be a springboard to prepare the target group of women to participate in decision-making and economic benefits. The network promotes lobbying and advocacy for the recognition of artisan women as agents of the Moroccan economic landscape. Also, they can be represented in legislative bodies such as at the level of chambers of crafts, in particular.

The Réfam Dar Maalma makes a priority of gender equality in the sector and this is based on a choice of ethics that seeks to reduce discrimination, inequality and exploitation of intermediaries against artisan women. This genre takes place in a context where the economic and social development, human, political and human rights go hand in hand. The Réfam Dar Maalma gives more visibility to the artisan women and channels the efforts to achieve a “social construct.”
