Network of women artisans in Morocco Réfam Dar Maalma was constituted May the 30th, 2008. It is an autonomous legal entity under Moroccan law.
A partnership agreement between the Ministry of Labor and Vocational Training, the Ministry of Health, the National Union of Moroccan Women and www.assbouregreg.org was signed on day of creation of Réfam Dar Maalma.
Dar Maalma Network is a means to promote exchanges between members and prepare a strategy for the target group of women to participate in decision making and economic benefits. The network promotes lobbying and advocacy for the recognition of women artisans as a participant in the Moroccan economic landscape.
The Réfam Dar Maalma makes a priority of gender equality in the craft sector and is based on a range of ethics that seeks to reduce discrimination, inequality and exploitation are intermediaries whose victims craftswomen . A gender approach that is placed in a context where the economic and social development, human rights and political rights, go together. 


The Réfam Dar Maalma gives more visibility to the action of artisan women and directs efforts to achieve a “social construct” based on gender approach.
